For some fields, the discrepancy
between the number shown in “Respondents” and the number of “Respondents (Eligible)” may be
attributed to teaching assignments changes.  The adjusted percent equals the number of eligible
respondents divided by the number of surveys sent minus the number not distributed, returned
ineligible, or returned incomplete.
